Thursday March 5" 2026 is World Book Day, the theme this year is ‘Reading for Fun’. As
is tradition for World Book Day a host of book-based activities will be run in school.

This will be instead of
taking home the £1 book token. Any child who would rather have a token to use in a book
shop of their choice is very welcome to do so, please just let the office know.

On Friday 20" March at 3.15 pm please join your child/ren in school to browse the creative
writing gallery.

Our final event of the week will be Friday’s ‘recommended reads book swap’. To make the
book swap happen we are asking each child to bring into school one book that they have
read and want to share with someone. A book that they have enjoyed and would
recommend to another. The ‘recommended reads book swap shop’ will be open at the end
of the school day for each child to collect a book of their choosing.
